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Over the last decade, Greece has deepened its already intense pre-crisis dependence on tourism.
Illustratively, in 2019—a year which was, until recently, the peak of tourism activity worldwide—the
direct contribution of tourism to the country's GDP was approximately 7.5%, according to UN data.
Being considerably higher than that of the EU as a whole (5%), this rate was only comparable to
those of countries like Portugal and Spain. Although Greece—along with the abovementioned
Southern EU countries—seems to stand out within the overall European context, its trajectory
should be considered part of a broader trend of touristification across the Global North, which has
been triggered by the explosion of the short-term rental market by the mid-2010s. These
developments have been studied in detail over the past decade; however, a comparative analysis
assessing Greece's course within the broader European context was largely missing. Addressing
this gap, a recent analysis was conducted by the Labour Geography Research Lab of the
Department of Geography at the University of the Aegean.

This research postulates that touristification—as a process—is driven by the extensive inflow of
capital into the built environment of tourist areas, with increased accommodation and leisure
options corresponding to an equally extensive inflow of visitors. To study this process, the research
at hand introduced a new composite Touristification Index, which was calculated for all EU regions.
This index comprises dimensions related to the spatial and social pressure that tourism exerts upon
a region in terms of supply (using accommodation data) and demand (using arrivals data), as well
as the dependence that regions develop on tourism, in terms of tourism-related GDP and

employment. It should be noted that the index provides a relative, not absolute, assessment of
touristification for each year, thus making it a valuable tool for comparative analysis.

Specifically, the study identifies Greece as part of a wider Southern European zone of
touristification, which, apart most Greek regions, comprises the coastal and island regions of
Southern and Eastern Spain, Southern Portugal, Northern ltaly, Croatia, and Southern France, as
well as Malta and Cyprus. At the same time, it identifies a significant concentration of tourism
activity in the Alpine regions of Italy and Austria, as well as in specific Central and Northern
European metropolitan regions such as Brussels, Vienna, Prague, and Berlin. This demonstrates
that touristification concerns much of the EU. However, despite the explosion of urban tourism in
recent years and the traditionally strong tourism activity in the Alps, the Southern European sun-
sea-sand model remains prominent. In fact, it has gradually expanded more than the other two (see
Map 1).

Contextualising the above through correlation analysis, the study shows that touristification has
thrived mainly in anaemically industrialised countries that relied on investment in construction
prior to the crisis. In particular, countries such as Greece, Cyprus, and Spain, where construction
capital traditionally played a key role throughout the post-war period, used their tourism-related
infrastructure—large hotels, regional airports, etc.—to rapidly reorient their economic base at the
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onset of the 2008/2009 crisis. In this regard, touristification in the European South can be seen as
an extension of pre-crisis models led by construction activity that were readjusted to fit within a
recessionary context.

Besides the North-South divide, the study pinpoints another divide, within the Southern EU.
Specifically, touristification trends in the Greek and Portuguese regions have picked up compared
to the French, Italian, and Spanish ones (see Map 1), despite the fact that the EU’s top-ranking
regions have remained almost the same throughout the study period (see Table 1). Specifically, the
South Aegean and the lonian Islands consistently occupy the first two places; this is not surprising
considering that, according to Eurostat, the former received more than 20 visitors per capita and
had almost one bed per capita in 2022, while nearly one in four employees worked in the hospitality
sector. These numbers are similarly high in the latter region, but tourism-related employment rates
in particular reached as high as 30%. Apart from these two, Crete is among the top 20, while the
North Aegean (22" position in 2022), the Peloponnese (24™ position), Epirus (25" position), and
Central Macedonia (29" position) follow closely. All of the above reflect the consolidation of a mass
tourism model in almost all Greek regions, even those that are not considered particularly
important international destinations. In fact, the extent of touristification in Greece is such, that
marks a unique phenomenon across Europe.

These findings are particularly concerning, given that the short-term economic benefits of
touristification do not pave the way for sustainable development, norimprove labour conditions. In
particular, the research shows that touristified regions in the EU are statistically more likely to
experience a shrinkage of their GDP, with the period from 2009 to 2014 being pivotal for subsequent

trends; namely, the regions that suffered the largest GDP losses during the Great Recession carved
a path from which they have not deviated to this day. Moreover, the research indicates that the
labour markets in touristified regions ultimately became precarious, characterised by an
abundance of involuntary part-time and temporary employment, frequent overtime, and an overall
deregulated regulatory framework.

In conclusion, the tight embrace of Greece and the wider European South with tourism outlines a
persisting European geography of uneven development—one that has been reproduced over the
last fifteen years due to the ongoing recession. In this context, the North has retained its strong role
in industrial production and advanced services, while the South has seen its remaining productive
structures disintegrate and has become locked in an uncontrolled tourist growth. It is noteworthy
that many tourist destinations nowadays have exceeded their carrying capacity; for example, many
Greek islands are facing problems related to over-construction, water supply, and waste
management. Considering that tourism has served as a lifeline in this context rather than as a
product of strategic foresight, crucial questions about sustainability arise. As Europe moves into an
era of rapid economic restructuring, environmental uncertainty, and increased geopolitical
tensions, these models will face increasingly serious challenges; in fact, this vulnerability was
eloquently highlighted during the recent pandemic. Looking to the future, just one aspect of the
upcoming problems is the shift of tourist flows away from Southern and towards Northern Europe
due to the extreme summer temperatures in the former. Amidst this reality, long-term success
depends on strategic diversification and resilience-building initiatives, the lack of which is currently
striking.
